Secretary presented prior minutes of October 7, 2023. Motion made by David Nazzaro and seconded by Carrie Meyer. Motion carried all yes.
Treasurer Huggins report was given discussion. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by Gerry Tebben to approve Treasurer report. Motion carried all yes.
President Ernst reported on his travels for CSNS to Iowa, Nebraska and North Dokata state shows as well as trip to Iola, WI for Krause statue presentation.
Convention Manager Cindy Wibker report on 2024 Convention issues. Motion by Gerry Tebben seconded by David Nazzaro to eliminate annex section in bourse for 2025. Motion carried all yes. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by Gerry Tebben to contract with Cristal Clear Showcases for rental cases of two hundred at $20 cost for 2024 show. Motion carried all yes. 
2025 bourse application payment at the 2024 show will be a $50 discount of total booth price. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by David Harper. Motion carried with only no vote for Samuel Ernst. Also, for 2025 application motion by Brett Irick and seconded by David Harper to give husband and wife booths an extra badge at no charge and adjust a split table fee to range of $100 to $200. As well as making the second and third booth aisles to have the same booth prices. Motion carried all yes. 
Webmaster Samuel Ernst gave update report on email accounts as well as member list. CSNS can send out regular email blasts to membership sign up using wix software. He mentions the use of online wix software for admission fee and dues payment. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by Carrie Meyer to approve webmaster report. Motion carried all yes, but Samuel Ernst abstained.
Education Report by Mitch Ernst will cover new business.
New Business: 
85th Convention will honor the state of Iowa with slab quarter donated by Christopher’s Rare Coins and grading service ANACS. A motion was made by David Harper and seconded by Gerry Tebben to offer the sincere thanks of the Central States Numismatic Society board of governors to Christopher’s Rare Coins for donating 3,000 uncirculated Iowa quarters. ANACS for 3,000 souvenir slabs to house them for distribution at the CSNS 85th anniversary convention in 2024. The resulting souvenir will celebrate Iowa as a member of our regional numismatic society and be the first in a series to honor all thirteen member states. Motion carried all yes.
ANACS’ cost for the slabs will be $3,300. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by Carrie Meyer to approve this expense to 2024 budget. Motion carried all yes.
85th Convention anniversary red book was discussed. Motion by Carrie Meyer and seconded by Brett Irick to order five hundred books for cost of $4,175.00 to be sold at CSNS booth in 2024. Motion carried all yes.
Education Director Mitch Ernst stated that Iowa state club will have a free booth for display of Iowa numismatic items plus will give numismatic talks on the subject. 
Education Seminars at the 2024 will run by NNP Symposium on second floor of convention center right above the main bourse. The cost will be $1,250.00. Motion by Carrie Meyer and seconded by Samuel Ernst. Motion carried all yes.
Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by David Harper to invite Joe Paonessa and his screw press to 2024 convention to make tokens and hobo nickel educational talk with a free booth cost will be $1,500. Motion carried all yes.
Education Director Mitch Ernst stated that the Higgins Museum will bring a sample of numismatic paper money notes that are displayed in Iowa as well as educational talk about the museum at 2024 convention cost $500. Motion by Brett Irick and seconded by David Harper. Motion carried all yes.
Education Director Mitch Ernst reported that all these education presentations and projects will be funded with $10,000 sponsored by Heritage.
Motion to adjourn was made by Brett Irick. Seconded by Carrie Meyer. Motion carried unanimously. No abstentions.
